My personal trigram is Kun 2, earth.

Ren/water = winter;  I was born in summer = locked water = weak water

I have 2 paralell and 2 power elements, one each of performance, wealth and resource – somewhat balanced, but not especially fortuitous.  My interpretation of this is that in general, I have to work hard to accomplish anything against the controlling earth.  I need to surround myself with water and metal and their colors to strengthen me.

My Flying Stars (Apartment building constructed 1971, facing 77 degrees East, E1) vs. Eight Houses (Dui house)

Central stars: mountain star (M)=8, water star (W)=4, ruling/time star (T)=6, annual1-until 2/4/03 (A1)=7, annual2-after 2/4/03 (A2)=6.  The 8-4 combination is inappropriate romance, which explains a lot.  

Since we are going into a 6 period, after 2/4/03, the annual stars will all be the same as my time stars, strengthening whatever relationship exists.  How can you tell if the time star and annual star are influencing the effect of mountain on water, or water on mountain?  I have not been able to grasp that properly.

East (facing): 

Flying Stars: M=1, W=6, T=4, A1=5, A2=4 

This is my home office.  1 and 6 together is good for career success (metal 6 producing water 1), but does the 4 (wood) slow down the process by weakening the water, and will this get worse this coming year?  Should I add more metal to support the auspicious 6 and the productive relationship?  Or should I add earth to control the wood (4)?  Or both?

I am still shaky on when it is appropriate to control vs. when it is appropriate to weaken an element.

Eight House method: Palace=thunder/wood; Wandering Star(WS)=H4/metal; Personal Wandering Star (PWS)=H1

I would add water to weaken the inauspicious WS, except that this might put too much water in that sector, weakening the auspicious water star 6; Will adding the metal for the flying stars make the H4 even worse?  The same problem with adding earth?

South East

Flying Stars: M=9, W=5, T=5, A1=6, A2=5

This is my only entrance and bathroom.  This looks like the worst possible energy, in the most important location.  The fire of the 9 is feeding the earth of the catastrophic 5s.  If it was only in the bathroom it wouldn’t be so bad, but it is my front door, so it affects everything.  I need lots of metal remedies to protect me from this bad energy.  I currently have a salt-water remedy  (round fish bowl with rock salt, water, 9 copper coins and 4 silver coins) and 2 round copper plates on the wall (one big and one small).  Is this enough?  I have three more small copper plates I could add.  Does it mean anything when the saltwater remedy forms salt crystals on one side of the bowl?

Eight Houses: Palace= wind/wood; WS=H2/water; PWS=H3

Adding wood would counteract the inauspicious WS, and would also burden/control the flying star earth elements, however, it would lessen metal’s protective factor, so maybe better not.  Plants will not survive in this area since there is no natural light anyway.  Maybe I should redecorate the bathroom in green. Since the door is kept closed, it should not impact the metal remedies in the hallway.  Or should I add additional metal in the bathroom too, to ward off bathroom accidents?  For the next year I have three 5s in this area.  

South

Flying Stars:  M=4, W=9, T=1, A1=2, A2=1

This is part of my bedroom.  I have just moved my bed against the south wall hoping to improve creativity, (as well as health, wealth and relationships). (I used to be at a diagonal to the southwest corner and didn’t sleep very well there; against the west wall I had health problems).  There are long windows on the south and west walls, and the north wall would be in front of the door, so partially under the south window seems the least bad place.  The water-wood-fire combination seems productive, but does the extra water and negativity from the dead 1 make the water strong enough to put out the fire?  I am very confused about what color I should put on the bed.  I usually use either a red or green duvet cover, and also have a grey, beige and white striped one.  Would the green, representing wood, help to keep the fire stoked and prevent the extra water from the annual 1 from putting it out?  Or should I think more about my personal weak water and sleep under the grey/beige/white, or possibly even blue?  I am thinking that the red is probably too active for sleeping, and in any case, last year, sleeping under the red, was my worst financial year ever, and no relationships at all.

Eight Houses:  Palace=fire; WS=H3/fire; PWS=H2

Not a great place for the bed according to the inauspicious wandering star.  Water might help, but, as above, might put out the fire.  Having my bed oriented north/south does not look good for me, but my finances were awful with the bead head facing SW, and my health suffered with the bed head facing west. Of course, it may not have been due to the bed.

Southwest  

Flying Stars:  M=2, W=7, T=3, A1=4, A2=3

This is also in the bedroom.  This area now holds wooden dressers, metal filing cabinets, a wooden table, a wooden armoire and a bookcase.  When we switch from the 7th period to the 6th period in a couple weeks, the 7 loses its positive nature and becomes negative again, so all the flying stars in this cell are negative.  Except that the combination of 2-7 could mean financial gain…so should I work in this area, or avoid it all together?

Eight Houses: Palace=earth; WS=F3/earth; PWS=F4

This is an auspicious section of the apartment and has earth supporting earth.  Adding fire could enhance the auspicious earth energy.  This could also feed into the earth-metal relationship of the flying stars.

West

Flying Stars: M=6, W=2, T=8, A1=9, A2=8

This is the part of my living room occupied by a bookshelf, stereo system and television.  The 6-2 combination represents financial loss due to sickness. A 6 in the mountain position in my sitting location is auspicious, but how do I counteract the negative 2 earth, without counteracting the positive 8 earth? Am I activating the “financial loss” aspect by running the television and stereo in this location?

Eight Houses:  Palace=lake/metal; WS=F4/wood; PWS=F3

Wood controls metal.  To enhance auspicious wood, I could add water here.

Northwest

Flying Stars:  M=7, W=3, T=7, A1=8, A2=7

Living room sofa and coffee table.  This was a good area in 2002 with a favorable annual 8 and being in a 7 year.  The 7s that were good in the 7 year are about to go bad again, making this an inauspicious location for the coming year.  With so much bad metal, I should add water after 2/4/03.

Eight Houses: Palace=wind/wood; WS=H2/water; PWS=F2

This is an inauspicious location.  More wood would absorb the inauspicious water, but this is exactly opposite of the flying stars, where more water is required.  Do I ignore the 8 houses and follow the stars? 

North

Flying Stars: M=3, W=8, T=2, A1=3, A2=2

Loving room loveseat and corner table, kitchen sink and microwave.  I spend a lot of time in these 2 areas.  The positive earth 8 in the water star position is good for being productive here.  I could add fire to counteract the burden of wood and restore the balance here between wood and earth, but is it a problem if it also strengthens the 2 earth in the Time star that will be supported by the coming annual 2? 

Eight Houses: Palace=fire, WS=H3/fire; PWS=H4

Opposite of the flying stars, according to the Eight Houses, this is an inauspicious direction and has fire supporting fire.  To counteract the strong fire, I should add water, but since the flying stars get precedence over 8 houses, I should ignore this?

Northeast

Flying Stars: M=5, W=1, T=9, A1=1, A2=9

This is the part of the kitchen with the stove and refrigerator.  Once again, I have a 9 (soon to be 2 of them) feeding a harmful 5 in the mountain position and controlling the dead 1 in the water star.  It doesn’t look good for me.  I could add metal here to weaken the negative earth, but that would also activate the negative water, which might not be a bad thing if it helps put out the fire that’s feeding the 5 earth. I should probably try to stay out of the kitchen.

Eight Houses: Palace=mountain/earth, WS=F2/metal; PWS=F1

The earth of the palace is producing the metal of the auspicious wandering star, so I should leave it alone.

Overall, my apartment is not auspicious for me.  I need to remedy it enough to reverse my fortunes so I can afford to move out!
